Tech Girls are Superheroes Competition

Our 2 teams this year are working really hard with their apps spending long hours throughout the week, including 3
lunch times to complete their huge project which needs to be sent in by the 29 " July. They have online meetings
with their female mentors on 2 days also at lunchtime and Josh McKinnon supports the girls on Thursday mornings

of which we are very appreciative of his gift of time and expertise.

We have been watching tutorials on Appinventor  on how to code the necessary components for the individual apps.
At the same time we have begun our lengthy Business Plan and used a SWOT Analysis  which stands for Strengths
Weaknesses Opportunities & Threats which the girls applied to themselves personally and then to the team. This

is a very important tool used in business.

Minimal Viable Product (MVP )

The aim is to produce the minimum functions needed for the app to work (MVP) for the 29 ™ July and then state in
our Business Plans what features we wanted to code originally if time does not permit. If necessary reference will

then be made to what will be included in Version 2 of the app. This is sound business practise the girls are learning
about.

6Look & Feel 0

The look and feel of the app refers to the colours, images etc in the app and needs to be consistent throughout
for the userds experience.

The girls are really getting great exposure to business concepts and terminology in this competition.

Last year there were 75 teams competing in Australia both Primary & Secondary schools. This year there are 250
teams as the competition now includes New Zealand. Then winning Australian teams can choose to compete in the
global Technovation Competition where TGM Tech Girls Movement will pay for teams and coaches to compete in
San Francisco and go to Silicon Valley. Wouldndot that
